Webmaster’s Report – SCB ACO

The introduction of a website to support the Surrey Cricket Board ACO, address http://www.surreycricketofficials.org.uk/, built upon the success of the old ACU&S South-East regional site. Just as this old site played a great part in bringing the activities of umpires and scorers to the attention of cricketers and other followers of the game living across the Home Counties, so the new site does for Surrey itself.
Each Surrey district association is represented on the site with its own page, detailing its officers, their contact details, the association’s activities and the umpire and scorer training they carry out. Although no figures are available, the large increase in students seeking training this year across the county must to some extent result from the introduction of these pages, although during the same period all of the district associations have created their own websites too which has undoubtedly played a major part. All of the associations interlink to each other.
A recent addition to the site that we hope will be of use to members is the Appointments page. John White, as Appointments Officer, has liaised with the webmaster in placing requests for umpires and scorers online on this page, and this will continue into the future. If members require fixtures to officiate at, they should check out this page.

A bespoke Training page details in one location the ECB courses on offer, which associations run such courses and when. As stated above, this information also appears on the individual association pages.

Finally, the site links to all the major competitions in Surrey and to the national ECB ACO site as well. Applications for further links into the site are welcomed, as are recommendations as to its content generally.
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
