SURREY CRICKET BOARD ASSOCIATION OF CRICKET OFFICIALS
Minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on Monday 22 March 2010 at
Ashtead CC at 20.00
Members present:
A total of 27 SCBACO members attended the SCBACO Annual General Meeting.  The following representatives from Surrey Cricket were also present:  Paul Taylor (Director of Cricket Development), Chris Bullen (Cricket Development Manager – Outer London and East Surrey).
The following members of the Committee were present: Laura Murphy (Secretary), John Smith (Treasurer), John White (Appointments Officer), Graham Cooper (Education Officer), Trevor Woodage (West Surrey), Colin Wilson (Croydon), Steve Hodge (East Surrey), Jeremy Beckwith (SCUP), and Brian Hurn (Level 2 Umpires Assessment Co-ordinator).  A full list of members who attended the AGM is available from the Secretary.  
Introduction

John Smith chaired the AGM in the absence of David Edwards who was unable to attend due to illness.  The Chairman welcomed the members present to the second SCBACO Annual General Meeting, introduced the Committee and representatives from Surrey Cricket, and thanked Ashtead CC for hosting Committee Meetings and the AGM.
1. Apologies for absence

Apologies for absence were received from 20 SCBACO members.  The following members of the Committee were unable to attend:  David Edwards (Chairman), Mike Brunavs (Publicity Officer), Anne Jobbins (Scorers’ Officer), and John Gray (Farnham).  A full list of apologies for the AGM is available from the Secretary.  
2. Minutes of the 2009 AGM (18 March 2009)
The minutes of the 2009 AGM held on 18 March 2009 were proposed as accurate by Dale Corstorphine, seconded by Trevor Woodage, and accepted nem con.  The Chairman signed the minutes.
3. Matters Arising

There were no significant action points outstanding from the minutes of the 2009 AGM held on 18 March 2009.  Action points are addressed in Officers’ Reports.
4. Chairman’s Report

The Chairman’s report was not circulated prior to the meeting and was not read at the AGM due to the absence of the Chairman.  JS thanked the Committee for their contribution throughout the year.
5. Secretary’s Report

The Secretary’s report was circulated prior to the meeting.  There were no questions.
6. Treasurer’s Report

The Treasurer’s report and 2009 Accounts were circulated prior to the meeting.  JS confirmed that the accounts were for the calendar year 2009 and had been audited by the Honorary Auditor, Crispin H Lyden-Cowan.  He explained the Accounts and noted that the 2007/8 Administration expense of £400 related to the refund of contributions from the Local Associations towards the Surrey Cricket Seminar held in 2007.  The following questions were raised:
· How many SCBACO members are there?  LM confirmed that there were 298 members as at 31 December 2009.  However, the 2009 subscription rebate was based on 283 members.  Pierre Tartari confirmed that subscription rebates are based on Full members, not Associate and Junior members.
· What is the Purchase of Stock of £225?  JS advised this was ties.

The adoption of the 2009 Accounts was proposed by Ian Humphrey, seconded by Vernon Fallows, and accepted nem con.  
7. Education Officer’s Report

The Education Officer’s report and ECBACO Education Update were circulated prior to the meeting.  GC updated any missing information in the report, where this was now available.  He noted that 6 SCBACO members had attended the Level 3 Scorers Course.  The following questions were raised:
· Is there a potential capacity problem with the Level 2 Umpires Qualification?  No.  GC will monitor prospective candidates for the Level 2 Umpires Qualification and will only put forward people who are ready for this Level.  There was a discussion about the Level 2 Umpires Qualification and who needs to complete it.  
· Will the current Level 1 tutors be able to run the Level 1A course?  GC confirmed that they would be able to do so.
· Are the Introduction to Umpiring Courses still running?  GC stated that several courses had been run by the Local Associations and that he hoped that they would continue to do so.
· Do we know what the Level 1A Umpires Course is now?  Not completely.  GC advised this will be clarified at a forthcoming Education Committee meeting and the course will be ready for September 2010.  There was a debate about Laws of Cricket contained in the Level 1A Umpires Course.
8. Publicity Officer’s Report

The Publicity Officer’s report was circulated prior to the meeting.  There were no questions.  The Chairman thanked MB for his efforts in maintaining the website.
9. Appointments Officer’s Report

The Appointment’s Officer’s report was circulated prior to the meeting.  The following questions were raised:
· Is there any further information about the ECB gradings and the confusion that arose?  JW explained the classification process for umpires based on criteria supplied by ECBACO.  The grading provides an indication of the level of cricket a member can expect to umpire.  The classification has been circulated to umpires.
· Will the Umpire Classifications be used to make appointments in Surrey?  Yes and no. JW clarified the situation.
10. Resolutions

i. The Committee proposed to amend the Constitution (as approved at the 2009 AGM) in order to reflect the new co-opted member roles of Level 2 Umpires Assessment Coordinator and Welfare Officer.
The Chairman explained the proposed changes to the Constitution.  The motion was carried nem con.

11. Election of Officers

i. To ratify the post of Scorers’ Officer, the delegate post of Surrey Championship Umpires Panel representative, and the new co-opted member roles of Level 2 Umpires Assessment Coordinator and Welfare Officer.
The Chairman confirmed that the post of Scorers’ Officer (Anne Jobbins) was filled by the Committee, effective from 30 August 2007.  The post of SCUP representative (Jeremy Beckwith) was also ratified by the Committee on 11 May 2009.  The Committee also co-opted two SCBACO members to serve as Level 2 Umpires Assessment Coordinator (Brian Hurn) and Welfare Officer (Jim Jenkinson).  The ratification of the post of Scorers’ Officer, delegate post of SCUP representative, and the co-opted member roles were each proposed by Bob McLeod, seconded by John Flatley, and accepted nem con.
The Chairman noted that none of the Committee are due to retire and offer themselves for re-election.  The elected Officers will serve for another year and the first re-election of Officers will take place at the AGM in March 2011.
12. Appointment of Auditor

The Chairman confirmed that Crispin H Lyden-Cowan has accepted the post of Honorary Auditor.  The appointment of Crispin H Lyden-Cowan as auditor was proposed by John Smith, seconded by John White, and accepted nem con. 
13. Any Other Business

The following items were discussed:

· John Smith advised that David Edwards was the recipient of the first County and National OSCAs last year.  JS noted that this was a major achievement and this was echoed by the members present. 
· Richard Wood asked about the lack of Safeguarding and Protecting Children courses in Surrey.  Paul Taylor agreed to follow up and explained that umpires are not required to complete SPC2 courses, as these are only for Cricket Club Welfare Officers.
· Ian Humphrey suggested that ECB should hold a central repository of League regulations.  Pierre Tartari confirmed that it was a top priority for ECB Recreational Cricket to clarify and streamline playing regulations and payment structures.  Bob McLeod noted that the London & East ACO region will become a centre of excellence as a regional repository of information, and will play a regional role in the flow of information.
· Pierre Tartari highlighted the fact that SCBACO has one of the highest intakes of new members, and is amongst the Top 3 ACOs, but it has one of the lowest percentages proceeding to Level 2.  Less than 10% of umpires nationally wish to move on from Level 1, but demand for the Level 2 Qualification in Surrey is not increasing and as a result there are not enough suitable candidates.  80-90 candidates will go through the Level 2 Qualification next season, as opposed to 120 candidates in the most recent season.  There needs to be a focus on what ACOs are doing to progress new officials.  There was a discussion about the length of courses, benefits and structure; and the range of SCBACO members in terms of age, experience and ability.
· John Flatley asked what happens to members once they join SCBACO.  The Chairman agreed that the Committee will look at this (ACTION).
Ian Philippe thanked the Committee and the Secretary for getting the reports out before the AGM.

There being no further business, the meeting closed at 21.00.
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
