I am pleased to present my Chairman’s Report to this our 3rd AGM since our formation in 2007.

A lot has happened in these few short years but it is good to report that our Association continues to grow and go from strength to strength.  With the exception of the two large counties – Lancashire and Yorkshire - we are the largest of the ACOs.  I hope that we can maintain this position in the years to come.  At the end of 2010 we had a membership of just under 400 which is very impressive.   
We have just received our latest membership list and I was pleased to see that we have now broken the 400 barrier.  Hopefully this level of Membership will continue.
I am very proud that we constantly being held up at the ECB ACO as a good example of how a County ACO should be set up and run.  Our excellent website is the envy of many.

Your committee has again worked very hard this year and I take this opportunity of thanking all of the Officers and Committee for all of their hard work they put in to make the Association such a success.
One of our core functions is the training of umpires and scorers.  In this respect we are extremely fortunate to have Graham Cooper as our Education Officer.  He ensures that we have the up-to-date information on all training matters and that this is passed onto the four local Associations who carry out all the training on our behalf.

The other major function we undertake is umpires appointments and John White has this firmly under control and is doing an excellent job making hundreds of appointments each season. I will not go into details here as this will be covered in his report.

At the end of 2010 John and I had to sit down and grade all of our umpires in line with ECB ACO requirements.  Attached to John’s report are details of the process we followed together with some of the feedback we have received from the ECB ACO.
Our work would not be possible without the money we receive from the SCB and I wish to thank them in general, and Paul Taylor in particular, for their support in our funding and also in attending our Committee meetings where they give useful advice.  All matters financial are expertly managed by our Treasurer, John Smith, as you will be able to see from his report.

I look forward to welcoming as many members as possible at our AGM at Ashtead CC on 28 March.
