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2010-2011 has been a settling-in of the new Courses and process and it has not been without its problems.
This report will start with events held from March 2010 through until the present. 

Introduction to Umpiring and Introduction to Scoring Courses

These short courses are aimed at players, coaches, parents, colts’ managers who want to know a little bit about the Laws and umpiring, and scoring. They are roughly 2.5 hour courses that do not offer a qualification but, it is hoped that those attending will go on and attend the Level 1 courses next winter.

For this season the following have been arranged:

West Surrey – to date- have arranged 4 Umpire and 4 Scorer courses

Farnham – to date – have arranged ** course

These Courses are widely advertised by Chris Bullen and every club/league in the county are notified of these courses and it is hoped that these numbers will increase as time goes by.

The course costs are not borne by the tutor or local Association – the club/league pays a standard £50 fee which goes to the tutor(s) running the session. This is only right since our tutors give up a lot of their time to run the Level 1’s and to add extra work, with no reward, with these Introduction Courses would be unfair. The tutors are extremely professional in what they do and to provide this facility free of charge is not acceptable, especially in these days of high petrol costs. I liken it to coaching – coaches are paid for their expertise and so why shouldn’t umpire tutors?

All 4 Associations have run/are running Level 1’s this winter.

The reason why there have not been many Courses at Level 2 is because the umpire must now take Level 1a before moving on and Level 1a has only been introduced, nationwide, this winter.

Level 3 – umpire

The earliest that the new Level 3 will be run is Oct 2011. We have put forward 4 umpires for this – all from SC Premier Div list.
Field-craft Workshop

East Surrey ran a very successful field-craft workshop at Dorking where 18 umpires attended
Surrey Championship New Umpire workshop

The Surrey Championship ran a workshop for their new Panel Umpires at which 20 attended. It was a very successful day and our recommendation is that it be continued in future years.

Level 1 – scorer

West Surrey ran their Level 1 Course in April 2010 – where 11 students participated, with 4 passes

West Surrey ran this course in January 2011 where 6 students undertook the Course.
5 passed the assessment.
East Surrey also ran their first ever Scorers Course where 13 students undertook the Course. 7 passed the assessment.

Tutor training

Most of our tutors have now attended the ACO Certificate in Training for Sport Course and are in the process of gaining their full accreditation.

We, in Surrey, also held a tutors day where we went through, in some detail, the Level 1a Syllabus. This proved very worthwhile, and successful, and the results of the Level 1a Courses are a testament to this. The main day saw 7 tutors attending and I held a similar session for the 3 Farnham tutors on a separate occasion.

The year has not been without its problems but, thanks to the co-operation of the Training Officers and Tutors, we have managed to maintain our high standard of training in Surrey.
