	ITEMS SUBMITTED FOR INFORMATION

	The focus continues to be on how we can attract  and retain more female umpires. 

Surrey invited myself and 3 other female umpires to a T20 England v NZ fixture on the 13th July 2024. It was a good opportunity to catch up with female umpires and to meet potential umpires. A WhatsApp group has been set up by Surrey, which is a good way of keeping in touch. 

Eleanor Lestrange (Surrey Cricket Participation Officer) is very keen to work with me to see how we can attract more female officials. 

One aspiring female umpire was supported in a CAG game and found it to be very useful in increasing her confidence.

I am in regular contact with female umpires from the  Essex, Kent and Middlesex ACO and we have ongoing discussions about training etc. and  how to attract more female umpires. 

Umpire Panel for SWCL Premiership

The Panel has proved to be successful again this year and the feedback from the Premiership teams was very positive.  

Unfortunately, at short notice, Surrey decided not to provide the Elite T20 with Panel umpires this year. This resulted in cancellation of fixtures for panel umpires, which was far from ideal.  It also led to a shortage of umpires on several occasions, with a sole umpire having to stand. Surrey intends to have a T20 Elite panel next year.

The teams were much better at  game management and filling in team cards this year. I will work with Surrey to ensure that the panel continues to operate successfully.
